Payment is due with submission of the Shareholder Membership Form.  Refunds will not be given. Each week for 18 weeks, you will pick-up/ receive your $24.00 value box of multiple CERTIFIED ORGANIC farm items, produced by Summer Creek Farm, Thurmont.   If for some reason or by request an item is not organic (very unlikely) or not grown by Summer Creek Farm (very unlikely) it will be clearly labeled as such. Summer Creek Farm is a USDA Certified Organic Farm. You also agree to the $1.00 a week cost for packaging and handling, included in the total price. You assume full responsibility for share pick-up from either your delivery person or direct pick-up at the pick up site at the predetermined day and time agreeable to the growers.

We hope the following may help answer some questions. For additional information please check the CSA section of www.summercreekfarm.com . Vegetables are available on a seasonal basis subject to growing conditions. By initialing this document you acknowledge that crop availability is  weather dependant. While we are professional growers and do our best to provide a full value box we can not mitigate all the effects of the weather.  The grower decides what items will be in the box each week. The weight of the box will vary – salad mixes and greens weighing lighter than cucumbers and tomatoes. We do not offer half shares. The pick-ups are at selected locations/days in the afternoon. It is difficult for us to juggle vacation schedules; we ask that you select a friend or co-worker to collect your produce during vacations. Our CSA schedule does contain a vacation week (We spend this week harvesting wheat). You may want to align your vacation with that week too.

In signing up for a CSA you acknowledge that you are taking part in the risk of the farming operation. We will do everything possible to ensure your box is full value. Box value will vary from week to week, we focus on total seasonal value instead of weekly box value. In early spring box value will more than likely be of less than full value since most of what is available is greens. It is our hope to provide extra value during the summer months when more varieties of produce are available. Our CSA boxes consist of more staple varieties of produce. While we offer some exotic varieties of vegetables what we concentrate on are more traditional produce like Potatoes, Tomatoes. Beans, Peppers etc. We design our boxes to provide you nutritious produce for healthy meals. In the event of adverse weather conditions of other farming events the full value of your CSA purchase may not meet your initial payment. Conversely, in good weather conditions you may receive more that the value of your initial payment. 
We ask that you pay in full – in advance – when you join our CSA. We plant for a limited number of customers. We make an investment on your behalf with the purchase of organically grown seeds, plant supplies and amendments. We try to purchase as early as we can to keep costs down. In addition to purchasing quality produce through a CSA it is important to note the other benefits your purchase provides. The CSA allows us to not only keep our farm running but also: hire local workers, provides educational opportunities for young adults, expand our operations (we are working towards over 40 acres of organic certified ground and growing!), improvements in the local environment by keeping land in active clean agricultural activities, preserve open space and character of our county. This is a great way to enjoy a healthy lifestyle!
